KONG AUDIO HEADS TO MONGOLIA
FOR NEW SAMPLED INSTRUMENT
Kong Audio’s Chinese Series of
instrument plug-ins has been
further expanded with the new
Matouquin sample instrument.

The Matouquin, or horse-
headed fiddle, is steeped in
Mongolian history, having
originated during the Tang
Dynasty (7th—10th centuries). It
grew in popularity during the
reign of Genghis Khan and was
later embraced by the Chinese,
becoming an important part of
Chinese culture. Indeed, the
instrument will feature at the
opening ceremony of the 2008
Beijing Olympics.

Matouguin is a Windows-only
plug-in for VSTi hosts. The
instrument includes various
types of legato, tremolo, trills,
slaps and staccato, as well as
meticulously sampled phrases
and articulations.

The overall production style of
the plug-in errs towards
indigenous flavours rather than
Western influences.
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
